House, closed to the public 
for almost 200 years, is now 
a beautiful urban wetland 
nature reserve.

It's a thriving habitat for 
migratory birds, hedgerows 
and wildflowers line the banks 
of the reservoir, while the 
reedbed provides a wetland 
haven for waterfowl.

Surrounded by the tranquillity 
of nature, Woodberry Wetlands 
offers a truly unique and one-
of-a-kind space to say ‘I Do’. 

Our reservoir will provide an 
idyllic backdrop for your 
ceremony, and guests can 
enjoy a waterside view over 11 
hectares of sweeping reeds, 

wildflower meadow and 
woodland wildlife habitat.

If you would prefer an indoor 
setting, The Coal House 
provides an intimate space for 
you and your guests to gather 
(capacity permitting).

You will also have exclusive 
access to the roof terrace (max 
capacity 20) to take in the 
panoramic views of the 
reservoirs. Here you can enjoy a 
private drink with guests or take 
some time out 
of your day for photographs 
in front of this incredible 
backdrop.

As part of the venue hire fee, you are welcome to use the café 
furniture for more informal seating. If you wish to hire in alternative 
furniture for an additional cost, please speak to your event planner for 
options.

The café and nature reserve are open to the general public 7 days a 
week, from 9am until 4pm (winter) and 4:30pm (summer).

There are two toilet cubicles in the Coal House, if guests numbers go 
above 80 you will need to hire in additional facilities. Please speak to 
your Event Planner for more details & costs.

There is no built-in PA system and music will need to be provided by our 
approved suppliers. We allow live bands and DJs but ask that they kindly 
adhere to the sound limit policy, which is 85 decibels. The event manager 
will monitor levels on the night.

For evening events and when serving alcohol, we are required by our 
license to have a member of security present. This cost is included in 
the venue hire. 

Due to safety reasons for evening events, we can only permit guest 
access on the West side of the reservoir between the Boardwalk and 
Coal House.

You can decorate the area with flowers, 
candles (in holders taller than the flame) 
and free standing props. For environmental 
reasons we do not allow balloons, fireworks 
or glitter.

Guests may use dried flower petals only 
but we request this is only thrown 
outside the building.

No, there is no parking available on site. 
There is a vehicle access for deliveries to 
be dropped off but all vehicles must be 
kept offsite. 

The venue is extremely limited on 
storage space and is in frequent use so 
all items will need to be taken off site by 
the end of the hire time.
