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The visitor centre, café and nature reserve are open to the general public 7 days
a week, from 9:30am until 4pm (winter) and 5pm (summer) and the toilet
facilities are shared with event guests during these times.

There are 80 white & black conference chairs available for use, as well the
café furniture. If you wish to hire in alternative furniture for an additional
cost, please speak to your event planner for options.

For daytime events, your guests are welcome to explore the nature reserve during
public opening hours. For security reasons there will be no further access after this
time.

There is no built-in PA system, so any music will need to be provided by external
suppliers. We allow live bands and DJs but ask that they kindly adhere to the sound
limit policy, which is 90 decibels. The event manager will monitor levels on the
night.

For evening events and when serving alcohol, we are required by our license
to have two members of security present. This cost is included in the venue
hire.

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OUR MOST ASKED QUESTIONS

1. What decorations can I bring?

You can decorate the interior areas with flowers,
candles (in holders taller than the flame) and
free standing props. For environmental reasons
we do not allow balloons, fireworks or glitter.

3. Can I leave items overnight
following the event?

The venue is extremely limited on storage
space and is in frequent use so all items will
need to be taken off site by the end of the
hire time.

2. Can I bring my own food

Due to our Food Safety policy we do not
allow guests to bring their own food, with
the exception of a celebration cake.

4. Is there parking?

Yes, our 65-space visitor car park is available
for use, vehicles leaving before site closing
time will need to pay for parking. Parking for
evening events is complimentary, so vehicles
will not be charged as they leave on the night
of the event. Cars left overnight will be
charged.
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
